WARNING OF RISK

Skateboarding is intended to challenge and engage the physical, mental and emotional resources of each
participant. However, despite careful and proper preparation, instruction, medical advice, conditioning and
equipment, there is still a risk of serious injury, including but not limited to head/brain injury, spinal cord
injury, and death. Understandably, not all hazards and dangers can be foreseen. Because skateboarding
is often played with little or no protective equipment and because it puts great demands on stamina, the
very nature of skateboarding is hazardous and risky. Such risks and dangers include, but are not limited
to, striking an irregularity in the riding surface, losing balance, trying to perform stunts, the skateboard
slipping out from under the rider, tripping over a curb, riding near traffic, loss of control, colliding with other
skateboarders or stationary objects, recklessness or horseplay, acts of God, inclement weather, lack of
safety equipment, inadequate or defective equipment, inadequate supervision or instruction, premises
defects, attempting a maneuver beyond one’s skill level, and all other circumstances inherent to sport of
skateboarding. In this regard, it must be recognized that it is impossible for the Princeton Park District and
Homestead Festival to guarantee absolute safety.
